I left home early in the morning at the Sydney International 
Airport to attend the volunteer training of Korea on April 18. 
In Australia, a second quarter volunteer training session in 
Australia was attended by four other people, while others 
arrived �rst. Special thanks for Lee Sung Hee who has given 
her prayers to helped prepare and establish the Australian 
Hospice Society (ACC) in Melbourne.
As the �owers bloom in spring, the cherry blossoms are 
show their o� beauty on the mountain. Even though it is 
painful to cough sometimes because of the �ne dust, the 
beautiful scenery of nature eases the pain. I been through 
Seoul to �nd commercial brochures and banners to bring 
back into Australia but it was hard to �nd the publishers 
because they all work through the internet now days.

On the 23 of April, after preaching in the church serve, someone approached me to greet me and 
he introduced himself as an advocate for patients in Dong san Hospital in Dae gu city. Whilst I was 
preaching, I had expected many of patients and their guardians to feel down and distressed 
about the struggles that they are facing, however they thanked me for what I have been doing for 
them with smiles and countless thanks.
On the 24th of April, I arrived at Dong san Hospital at 5:30pm and checked in for accommodation 
soon after. The security guards were kind enough to greet me and led me to the guest house 
which had a very Christian like atmosphere. Around 6pm I had dinner with the other volunteer 
trainees at the Dong san Hospital. After that, we went to the night market at Seo mun Market 
opposite from the hospital. As we looked around we enjoyed ourselves and Mr. Min took many 
photos of our experience. The streets were full of young people playing rock music as the scenery 
has a blend with the old and contemporary society. I came back to my room to snack on strawber-
ries and pears to watch the Korean Presidential election debate. I prayed for the new president to 
save Korea from a potential crisis. 
On April 25th, training began from 9:00 am with a solemn mood due to the large number of 
people attending the event. There was a lecture at �rst held by doctors, nurses, and other volun-
teers. In the afternoon, there was a lecture prepared by the Australian Hospice which created a 
presentation slide overviewing who they are and such. A lot of the attendees here have said that 
“I would attend the walk along the Australian beaches with the patients a�ected by cancer” to “I 
would also like to visit Nursing Homes in Australia and attend a concert with them.” It seemed that 
people who live in Australia seemed to be privileged at this time. 

After completing the lecture in the afternoon, we visited the graves of the missionaries who 
established the Dong san Hospital in the backyard of the Hospital. A noble name was carved on 
the stone beside the tomb, which brought youth and passion to the gospel. Everyone became 
solemn before the golden faith. Especially the third son of Pastor Samuel Austin Mo�et 
(1864-1939), his head is bowed quietly in front of a tombstone of Howard F. Mo�ett (1917-2013) 
who has developed into a garden hospital today. 
On the last day of training, we were asked to read our own wills. During this time, a few other and 
all felt a disturbing feeling and a few of us have sobbed due to it.
Let me introduce a note of Elder/Mr. Min here.
To my Wife: Honey, I know that there are a lot of things that I did not do well when I look back over 
the past 41 years. I want to thank you for your sacri�ce and love you gave for me. In my remaining 
journey, I will try to devote as match love for you as I can, however I think it will be too short. I want 
to love you even more and continue to do so after my life is over. Honey I love you. Thank you. Bye! 



To my Daughter: I know that your father’s life is not long, and I can only leave a few words to my 
Daughter who loves me. When I raised you, there was a lot of trouble, and I lacked a lot of things as 
a father but you are my daughter who loved so much more than anyone in this world. I want you to 
be able to tolerate others in your life, marry a man with good judgement and live a life with no 
regret for your family, your children, your husband and your neighbors. When you are alive, respect 
and love your husband. My daughter, my dearest daughter, I love you. I will leave you to yourself 
now. Bye.
To my Son: My son, whenever I think of you I feel sorry for you to begin with for not giving you a lot 
of my attention during your junior high school and middle school so I am sorry. I longed for you 
but, all I did was pray to God for you. Do not forget that you are my alter ego, and you have the 
better side of your father. Make a life of boldness, goodness and good health, living in this world, 
seeing the best in faith, love and hope, I love you my son. Goodbye.  
New commitment: First, I’ll practice from now on to die well. Second, I plan to rediscover my life 
through travel. Third, I’ll give all the love I can give to my wife and family. Fourth, I’ll dedicate all my 
ability to God and community service.
Seen through the wills left behind, the hospice service serves as a turning point in life. Most people 
make plans for their own lives, but they don’t prepare for their own death. So, the fear of death 
suddenly looming towards accidents or illnesses makes it worse. The hospice service helps to make 
life more meaningful and rich by caring for those who already face death. This attitude of a hospice 
worker who prepares himself for his death will be a beautiful life in this world that lives beyond the 
rest of their life. You should learn to live with your life without regret, and through hospice services.
